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At the first business meeting Eld. John W. Bray was chosen Moderator and 
Henry M Warren clerk for the day. At this meeting Eld. J. Wesley Colyer 
was chosen Moderator for a year and Henry M. Warren clerk for a year. 
Rules of discipline and articles of Faith were adopted. There were 17 rules 
of discipline, and 13 articles of Faith. Elder J. Wesley Colyer was Pastor of 
this Church from its organization in 1895 until October 1918 (23 years). 
During his ministry the church grew from g members to 208 members. 
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Elder Jack Owens was the second pastor of Clay Hill Church chose Sept. 
1918. He served one year Sept. 1919. Eld. J. Wesley Colyer was again 
chosen for one year Sept. 1920. Elder John E. Hudson was chosen and 
served till January 1922. After his resignation Eld. J. W. Harmon was 
chosen Feb. 1922, he served as pastor till Sept. 1922. Then Eld. H. J. 
Ridner was elected pastor and served till October 1962. Eld. Edward Ping 
was assistant pastor for H. J. Ridner for a while. Eld. H. J. Ridner became 
sick and was not able to serve any longer. He was pastor for 40 years. Eld. 
W. A. Reece was elected pastor October 1962 and served till October 1964 
Elder Lester Phelps was elected pastor October 1964 and served until 
October 1974. Elder Edmond Vanhook was elected pastor October 1974 . 
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
